5.  Workshops such as these are best when they result in changes in people’s behavior.  As a result of what we discussed today, how will you change your behavior or policies toward the typically developing siblings in your family or in the families your agency serves?  
· More sharing of information and special time.  I need to find out how he feels about bringing friends over.
· Treat special needs more like typical
· Acceptance of my son's disability.  One on one time with my daughter.
· Advocate for increased implementation of sibling support strategies within my organization, community
· Will be more attentively working with siblings of the families I work with.  I will also be sure to always consider my daughter's position within our family and in relation to her brother.
· I feel more confidence I am on the right track - will continue to be very aware of where my other children are at developmentally and emotionally.  Will also be more aware of future implications and the impact my decisions will have on my other 2 children.
· Strive to start being more open with sib discussion and not forget how vital their participation is and what a valuable role they play.  Their input will be invaluable.
· Improve
· Nurture husband-wife relationship
· Offer more opportunities for siblings within our agency
· Affirmed I'm on the right track, but still have a "To Do" list that includes finding an appropriate therapist for my daughter
· Give him space about his feelings.
· I will continue this year to focus more on my typical son - I love the idea of "skipping school"!  :)  Will share with my husband.
· It gives me validation that it's my normal functioning daughter's "[unreadable]"
· Future planning!!! (so my daughter has choices) More empathetic listening, try to make an effort to share accurate information more openly, more 1 on 1 time with sibling.
· Will do my utmost to influence the services I work in to pay more attention to siblings -> to fund this!
· Spend more one on one.
· My typical child needs to attend a Sibshop program.
· Spend more time with sibs, encourage them more
· Pay them more personal time and attention and info, info, and more info when they ask.
· Knowledge of concerns and opportunities for sibs
· Become even more of an advocate.  Begin actively planning for the Sibshops curriculum for next month (short term), but also look at possibilities for the future in my practice.  I feel inspired to continue learning and dreaming of ways I can make a difference!
· Include involvement in siblings with program plans.
· Always being aware of needs/opinions of sibs in planning
· Greater sensitivity
· I will realize their value and encourage other to value them too!
· I will be asking families more directly about siblings and attempt to include them more in my work with families.
· I will emphasize the important role that siblings serve (in a family with a child with a disability) and their need for support, information, and peer groups.
· Certainly make sure that our daughter's siblings are informed and a part of the planning for the future.
· Make them more visible in the importance of family (support, information, inclusion)
· Become more aware of siblings and include strategies in service plans for siblings to interact, as well as talk to them about the service being provided and ask for their input
· Put a new effort into providing more support for siblings
· My focus is so much on the parents and the child with disability.  I forgot the sibs… No more!
· More supports for sibs
